This year’s S.A. Junior Chess Championship (SAJCC) will be held from the 11th to the 21st of December 2010 at the University of Johannesburg.

The championship consists of two (2) tournaments (Provisional dates)
· A team tournament 11-15 Dec 2010 (7 rounds). All the players that were selected for the SAJCC will participate in this team tournament. It is compulsory to participate in the team tournament in order to receive provincial colours. Players will only be awarded provincial colours when they have played at the SAJCC 20110 team tournament and not when selected for the team.

· An individual tournament 15 - 21 Dec 2010 (9 rounds). It is not compulsory to participate in this individual tournament to obtain Provincial colours. You have a choice whether you want your child to participate in both tournaments or not.
It is not compulsory for the players to stay in the residence during the Championship. The players may stay with their parents on condition that they:

· Bring their child to the playing hall at 08h00 on Sunday, Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday to their team manager.

· The parent/guardian will see to it that the player attends the practice/coaching/motivational sessions as part of the team. More info will be supplied later.

We request the parents to respect this change, otherwise we will be forced to revert back to everybody staying in the hostels during the team event next year.

1. PROVISIONAL COSTS are as follows (transport excluded, team uniform included)

The costs include the team uniform. Should players already have the required team uniform, you may deduct the cost of the clothing items.

All coaching sessions are payable, even if a player doesn’t attend all the sessions, due to the fact that the coaches need to be paid.

Individual tournament:

Players who are not in the provincial team, but who comply with all the requirements, may participate in the Individual event. They must inform the Sedibeng management team because the SAJCA requires supported motivation from the Union. Players from this group will be enrolled by the Sedibeng Union. The required R545 must be received before the 30th of September after which this opportunity will not be available anymore.

2. PAYMENTS

Group A, B, C, D, E & F: Three equal payments. The first is payable at the end of August 2009, the 2nd the end of September and the rest before the end of October. If for any reason you have a problem with the 1st payment, inform your team manager immediately. (We need to receive a portion of the money a.s.a.p. to pay the first 30% deposit by 31 August 2010 to SAJCC 2010.) Smaller amounts during the month are also welcome.

Not adhering to the above dates could lead to the immediate withdrawal from the team.

4.  INTER-PROVINCIAL

It is compulsory for all players who participate in the Team tournament to participate in the Inter-provincial that will be held on 9 October 2010. All players must play in team uniform. 5. DRESS CODE

· Team tournament:

· Blue denim trousers, red and blue gholf shirts and red and blue cap with Sedibeng emblem, tackies and blue dri mac with emblem. Vaal tracksuits can still be purchased and a letter is available from management. 

· Individual tournament:
· You may wear the team uniform, but it is not compulsory. Own choice, but should be neat and set a proper example.

6.  PROGRAMMES

The provisional schedule for December 2010 as provided by SAJCC will follow. Please take note of the team prize giving on Wednesday the 15th time to be announced. It is compulsory for all players to attend in full team uniform.

7. FINAL TEAMS

The final teams (not board order) have been announced. The final board positions will be announced by the end of September. Management reserves the right to change the board position in any team. Team lists will be faxed/e-mailed to the schools and posted on Sedibeng website www.sedchess.co.za.


8.  RULES AND REGULATIONS

· No alcohol, drugs or cigarettes are allowed with players.

· Cell phones must be switched off in the playing halls.

· No player will be allowed to return alone to the hostel after play or to move around alone. He/she must sit with the team manager after play to return to the hostel with a team manager.

· Players must, during the team tournament, participate in the coaching-/training/motivation- sessions. 

· No transport is arranged. (Players are responsible for transport to and from Johannesburg).

· All players are expected to behave in a proper manner at all times.

· Players should notify the team managers, if they wish to explore the campus

· Players are not allowed to leave the campus, even with parents, if not agreed with team manager.

· Players must not damage the hostel or equipment. Costs will be at the burden of the parents.

· We do not accept responsibility for players who do not adhere to these rules.

· We will phone the parents to fetch players who do not comply to the above rules.
